Description:

The former Limeside Library is situated on the
junction between Whitebank Road and EIm
Road in the Limeside district of Oldham
approximately 3 miles south west from Oldham
Town Centre. The property is located within a
predominantly residential area of semi detached
dwellings.

The library has been declared surplus to
Oldham Council’'s requirements and on behalf of
the Council, Unity Partnership is seeking
expressions of interest from parties interested in
purchasing the property for purposes of
refurbishment or complete redevelopment of the
site.

The site comprises a roughly rectangular level
plot and amounts to approximately 1,094 square
metres (0.27 acres).

The former library building comprises a single
storey property of traditional brick construction
under a pitched roof. To the exterior are two
entrances and grassed / landscaped areas.

Internal Accommodation:

The internal accommodation encompasses 272
square metres / 2,927 square feet.

The accommodation comprises; Large open
plan library area, second open plan library,
practical room / office, staff room, staff offices,
storage room, male / female toilets and boiler /
plant room.

Tenure:

The site is understood to be held freehold by the
Council.

Services:

It is assumed that mains water; electricity, gas
and drainage services are connected.

Planning:

Any potential uses will require planning consent.

Highways:

The adjacent highways of Whitebank Road and
EIm Road are adopted by the local authority and
are maintainable at the public expense.
